This application meets all the specifications listed in BVGCD Rule 7.1 (c) regarding
production-based acreage. Below are the calculations verifying the applicant’s
compliance:



Well #2

2,186 acre feet/year x .62 = 1,355.82 gpm on an average annual basis
1,355.82 x 1’/gpm for Simsboro wells = 1,355.82’ radius from the wellhead
1,355.82’ x 1,355.82’' x 3.14 = 5,772,098 square feet around the well
5,772,098/43,560 = 132.509 contiguous acres to be assigned to the well.

Well #3

1,929 acre feet/year x .62 = 1,195.98 gpm on an average annual basis
1,195.98 x 1’/gpm for Simsboro wells =1,195.98’ radius from the wellhead
1,195.98’ x 1,195.98’ x 3.14 = 4,491,356 square feet around each well
4,491,356/43,560 = 103.107 contiguous acres to be assigned to the well.

These are multi-use permits for agricultural, industrial, and public water supply
uses. Each well will be metered separately. The purpose of use from each well
will be metered and reported separately. Applicant requests aggregation of these
permits with Operating permit BVDO-0134 not to exceed 4,657 ac-ft/yr.

The footprint of each of the wells lies entirely within the property controlled by
the applicant.

This application is administratively complete.

It is the recommendation of the General Manager to approve the two (2) permits listed
above.
